Accomplishments (As of August 2009) 

Between July 1994 and August 2009, the Lord used Share International to accomplish the 

following (among others) among the Turkana and Dalit people-groups of Kenya and India 

respectively: 

Led well over 15,000 Turkana people to a personal faith in Christ as Savior. 

Baptized at least 1,000 Turkana people 

Led over 100 Americans and over 150 Africans on 14 annual Short-Term Outreach 

& Relief Mission (STORM) trips in Turkanaland, Kenya. 

Completed a 3-year seminary-level training in 2006 for 76 Turkana pastors at the SI 

Missions Institute (SIMI). 

Planted 10 churches in Turkanaland through STORM trips, with a church building 

constructed in each of the villages reached.  

Commissioned and support 9 Turkana pastors and 15 Turkana missionaries in  

       Turkanaland ï all SIMI graduates. Together they have planted a total of 72 churches        

 in Turkanaland. 

Commissioned the SI Evangelistic Team (SITE) to reach the remote villages in  

       Turkanaland. 

Showed the ñJesus Filmò to thousands of Turkana people. 

Conducted VBS-type weekly Bible lessons to hundreds of Turkana children and 

women through the Share International Children and Women Program (SICWP). 

Drilled for water and installed a solar-powered pump in one village in Turkana from 

where the SI truck supplied water to the villages where churches have been planted. 

The well dried up in 2006! 

Distributed hundreds of bags of dry foodstuffs to thousands of Turkana families. 

Distributed clothes, medical, and school supplies to the Turkana people and the refu-

gees. 

Opened a Health Center in Turkanaland to provide treatment to hundreds of Turkana 

families through the Share International Health Program (SIHP). 

Sponsored over 200 Turkana children in K-12 and college education and at least 300 

adults in Adult Literacy classes through our Children of the Kingdom (COK) pro-

gram. 

Provided micro-loans to several parents of the children in the COK program. 

Started the SI Foster/Adoption (SIFA) program for the orphaned Turkana children. 

Provided musical instruments & PA system for outreach among the Turkana people. 

Held leadership and discipleship seminars to over 500 Turkana church leaders. 

Provided Bibles and Christian teaching materials and literature to Turkana pastors. 

Provided more than 10 bicycles and a motorbike to pastors and Bible teachers. 

Purchased a new mobile clinic to serve the remote villages in Turkanaland. 

Started the livestock ministry (SILP) in 2007. 

Provided job/ministry opportunities to about 40 nationals in Turkanaland, India, and 

the U.S. 

Completed construction of the SI office building in Lodwar, Turkanaland 

Adopted a church-planting initiative and started a sewing ministry in India among 

the Dalits in partnership with Messiah Gospel Ministry (MGM) & provided 35 sew-

ing machines and a sewing class for 35 Dalit women. The first 20 women have 

graduated and have all started small sewing businesses of their own. 

Became member of ECFA (the Evangelical Council for Financial Accountability) in 

December 2007.

Turkana staff and interpreters to minister to the Turkana 

people of Kenya during the Short-Term Outreach and Re-

lief Mission (STORM) 2009.   

Pastor Gary S. Kirst, Dr. Sammy Murimi, Pastor  David 

Buckley, Pastor Simon Kiruri, Moses Tibi, Mike Jones, and 

Francois Nitunga made up the Bible Teaching Team. They 

worked together to teach on Bible Exposition, Church History, 

Mission Servant Lead-

ership, Evangelism, 

Entrepreneurship, 

Counseling, and Peace 

& Reconciliation.  The 

average attendance for 

those who were coming 

daily for teachings was 

410 adults (230 men 

and 180 women).  Pas-

tors, church leaders, 

and business people 

were among those who benefited from the teaching times. The 

teaching encouraged, challenged, and empowered them in many 

ways and it led to a time of repentance, healing, forgiveness, and 

prayer for the body of Christ.

Ministry Team  pre-

sented the gospel to 

children through art, 

Bible stories, songs, 

and games.  Katherine 

Falk, Ben Korir, Olive 

Mugunyu, Macy Waltz, 

Noel Downs, Laura

Aaron Sweeney devoted their creativity and energy to this 

part of the outreach.   

Dr. Mary Murimi, Lois Mwangi, Gina Jones, and 

Mary Nduati led the Womenôs Ministry Team.  An aver-

age of 180 women attended the sessions each day and they 

were offered biblical teaching on marriage, nutrition and 

health, commitment to prayer, and Bible study.  Women 

were challenged to commit themselves to Bible study, 

prayer, and evangelism.  They were also given tools and 

ideas on starting 

small-scale business for their economic stability and im-

proving their standard of living.
